The ride will begin at Perdido Vineyards, 22100 Co Rd 47, Perdido, AL 36562, where | work. Riders will
turn left on Co. Rd. 47 and follow it around to Maytower Rd. and take that to Stagecoach Cafe, which will
be the first stop. From Stagecoach, they will take Hwy. 225 to the River Pub at Cliff's Landing. That is the
second stop.
