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Silverhill council approves lease purchase of fire truck

SILVERHILL — The
Silverhill Town Council
took a pair of actions
at its meeting Monday,
Nov. 2 to purchase a fire
truck for the town'’s fire
department.

First, the council
voted to approve a
lease-purchase agree-
ment with Government
Capital Corparation out
of Texas to purchase
the truck at a total cost
of $288,983.75 in five
annual installments of
$57,796.75.

The council also voted
to approve a repayment
agreement with the
town'’s fire department.

being made through fire
department funds, as an
entity of the town, the
purchase must be mads
through the town.

Origlnally, a straight
loan agreement was
drawn up with the town,
but concerns were ex.
pressed that if for some
reason the full purchase
price was demanded
under the terms of the
contract, it would excead
the town's debt ceiling
Limit

Under the lease-
purchase agreement, if
the town decided it was
unable to make the an-
nual pavment, then the
vehicle would simply re-
vert to its original owner
without demand of ad-
ditional payment.

In other business
Monday, Mayor Jared
Lyles and town council
members Tonie L. Not-
den, Place 1; Bert W.
Jones, Place 2; Gerald J.
Ardoin, Place 3; Wayne
A. Gruenloh, Place 4;
and J. Stephen Brooks,
Place 5; were sworn in
by Judge Harry D'Olive.

Lyles and all council
members qualified unop-
posed in August, leaving
noe need for municipal
elections in 2020.

Brooks was re-ap-
pointed as mayor pro
tem, while Ken Raines
was re-appointed Silver-

hill Municipal Judge;
Michael A, Dasinger

ITl was re-appointed as
tha town prosecutor:
Joshua P. Myrick was re-
appointed as Silverhill's
town atiorney: Joshua
Rice was re-appointed

as fire chief; Nicole C.
Haigler was re-appointed
as town clerk; and Mary
deLaunay was appointed
as the town's representa-
tive to the Central Bald-
win Chamber.

The council also ap-
proved Resolution 597-
11-02-2020 amending
Resolution 536-1107-2016
for bank depositories.

ADOC reported on
Friday, Nov. 6 that 13
cases among staff mem-
bers and 11 cases among
inmates were reported
as of Wednesday, Nov.

4. No additional cases
were reported in Bald-
win County after last
Wednesday.

ADOC also reported
the death Nov. 4 of Paul
Bryan Young, a 52-year-
old inmate who was
serving a life sentence
for murder and a 20-year
sentence for attempted
murder out of Mohile

County at Bibb Correc-
tional Facility in Brent.

Asof Nov. 4,95
COVID-19 cases among
ADOC staff and con-
tracted staff remain
active; 406 staff mem-
bers who previously
self-reported a positive
test have been cleared
by medical providers to
return to work. There
have been 722 total cases
of COVID-19 confirmed
among the state's inmate
population as of Nov.
4,230 of which remain
active,

Newly identified
positive cases include in-
mates who are symptom-
atic and inmates who are

asymptomatic. All exist-
Ing quarantine protocols
held in-place or newly
implemented as recom-
mended by the ADOC's
contracted State Medical
Director ara being main-
tained at each facility
where newly identified
positive inmates are cur-
rently housed.

ADOC is also in the
brocess of providing free
COVID-19 tests to ADOC
staff and contracted
healthcare staff using
fixed and mabile testing
sites.

This process is being
completed in regional
groups of facilities so
that appropriate ap-

erational, staffing, and

quarantine actions

can be taken, if neces-

sary, upon receipt and

verification of group test
resulls.

“We have completed
this process and veri-
fied the COVID-19 test
results collected at the
fourth group of facili-
ties,” according to the
release:

+ Fountain Correctional
Facility, Atmore, staff
only.

= Loxley Community-
Based Facility/Com-
munity Work Center,
staff and inmates.

= North Alabama
Community-Based

Facility/Community
Work Center, staff and
inmates.

+ Kilby Carrectional
Facility, Montgomery,
staft and inmates.

The ADOC has veri-
fied five new positive
cases of COVID-19
among the 80 staff mem-
bers who voluntarily
participated in this pro-
cess, including one staff
member from the Loxley
Community-Based Facil-
ity/Community Worlk
Center and four staff
members from the North
Alabama Community-
Based Facility/Commu-
nity Work.

These individuals
promptly self-quaran-
tined under the direction
of their healthcare pro-
viders, according to the
release,

The ADOC’s Office
of Health Services has
initiated investigations
to determine which, it
any, ADOC inmates or
employees may have
had direct, prolonged
exposure to these staft
members, Upon complat-
ing the appropriate due
diligence, OHS will ad-
vise any staff with direct
exposure to contact their
healthcare providers
and self-quarantine as
advised.
