1.) Exceptional narrowness, shallowness or shape of a specific piece of property existing at the time of the enactment of these zoning 
regulations.

Zoning in Planning District 26 came into effect on September 21, 1993. The lot of record is 65’ x 146’+/- roughly and 9,490 sq. ft. The 
parcel is situated along County Road 1, which features a wide right-of-way. The property boundary extends to the bay; consequently, 
some of the land has eroded over time, and the actual length of the parcel is less than 146 feet.  The minimum lot size requirement for 
RSF-2, residential Single Family District zoning is 15,000 sq. ft. with a minimum lot width at the building line of 80 ‘. Therefore, the staff 
believes there is an exceptional narrowness, shallowness, or shape of the subject property that would require a variance.

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Staff Analysis and Findings
1.) Exceptional narrowness, shallowness or shape of a specific piece of property existing at the time of the enactment of 
these zoning regulations.
Zoning within Planning District 4 was adopted by the County Commission on February 21, 1995. The parcel is 120’ x 90’ IRR.   
The required minimum lot size for RSF-E is 80,000 square feet with a 165’ minimum lot width at the building line. The 
property doesn’t meet the minimum lot requirements; therefore, staff believes there is exceptional narrowness, shallowness, 
or shape of the subject property that would require a variance. 

RSF-E Required minimum lot size: +/- 80,000    Actual size: 10, 800 sq. ft. Lot size hardship: YES
RSF-E Required minimum width at street line: 165’       Actual lot width: 120’  Lot width hardship: YES

2.) Exceptional topographic conditions or other extraordinary situations or conditions of a specific piece of property. There 
are no wetlands on the parcel. However, the property slopes toward the rear and features a natural drainage ditch that 
extends to the river. As a result, staff considers there to be exceptional topographic features, extraordinary circumstances, or
unique conditions that would warrant granting a variance.
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Staff Analysis and Findings
3.) The granting of the application is necessary for the preservation of a property right and not merely to serve as a 
convenience to the applicant or based solely upon economic loss.
The subject property is zoned RSF-E, which permits residential and accessory uses. The applicant has replaced an old mobile 
home with a new mobile home without obtaining the necessary permits. Although the appropriate permits were not 
secured, the size and configuration of the lot may warrant consideration for a variance. The lot in the center measures 
approximately 65 feet. Given the RSF-E setbacks of 40 feet from the front and rear property lines, there is insufficient 
buildable space to meet these setback requirements. Staff perceives that the granting of the application may be necessary for 
the preservation of a property right and is not merely to serve as a convenience to the applicant or based solely upon 
economic loss.​
4.) The granting of this application will not impair an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent property or unreasonably 
increase the congestion in public streets, or increase the danger of fire, or imperil the public safety, or unreasonably 
diminish or impair established property values within the surrounding areas, or in any other respect impair the health, 
safety, comfort, morals, or general welfare of the inhabitants of Baldwin County.
Staff does not believe the granting of this application, in general, will impair an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent 
property or unreasonably increase the congestion in public streets, or increase the danger of fire, or imperil the public safety 
or in any other respect impair the health, safety, comfort, morals, or general welfare of the inhabitants of Baldwin 
County. However, staff is unable to determine if the approved requested variance will unreasonably diminish or impair 
established property values within the surrounding areas because it is not feasible to gather sufficient data to make that

In case of such appeal, the Board of Adjustment shall cause a transcript of 
the proceedings and the action to be certified to the Court where the appeal is taken. 

Whenever the Board imposes conditions with respect to a project or variance, such conditions must be 
stated in the Board Order and in the permit(s) issued, pursuant thereto by the Administrative Officer. Such 
permits shall remain valid only as long as conditions upon which it is granted, and the conditions imposed 
by the Zoning Ordinance are adhered to.
