For nearly 100 million Americans, boating continues to be a popular recreational activity. From coast
to coast, and everywhere in between people are taking to the water and enjoying time together
boating, sailing, paddling and fishing. During National Safe Boating Week, the U.S. Coast Guard and
its federal, state and local safe boating partners encourage all boaters to explore and enjoy America’s
beautiful waters responsibly.

The Coast Guard estimates that human error accounts for 70
percent of all boating accidents and that life jackets could prevent nearly 85 percent of boating
