e Exempt Subdivision Changes (changes to the family division)

The amendment procedures and advertising requirements are found at section 12.1 of the
Subdivision Regulations:

Any proposed amendment of these Subdivision Regulations shall be subject to a public
hearing. Notice of said public hearing shall be published once a week for three consecutive
weeks in a newspaper of general circulation in Baldwin County, with the first notice being
published not less than eighteen (18) days prior to the date of the public hearing. In addition, a
notice shall be published at least five days prior to the date of the public hearing in the regular
section of the newspaper which shall be in the form of at least one quarter page
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advertisement.
